- interacting with bodies of public administration, bodies of local self-government,
enterprises, institutions and organizations of all forms of ownership, and with foreign and
international organizations;

- organizing creation, production and dissemination (including via mass media) of
promotional materials advocating healthy lifestyle, informing the public about disease prevention
measures and methods, popularizing education and academic research, revelation of talents, belief
in oneself, striving to make one’s dreams come true, encouraging self-improvement, etc.;

- organizing and funding charitable events, conferences, meetings, seminars, exchanges and
other similar forms of cooperation;

- organizing charitable noncash lotteries, mass charitable events, charitable auctions,
charitable campaigns and other events; '

- promoting healthy lifestyle; creating methodological tutorials, brochures, videos and
webpages, organizing advertising campaigns (social advertising), participating in events
popularizing healthy lifestyle and thinking; helping enhance the role of healthy lifestyle in
comprehensive and harmonious development of personality and in health strengthening;

- facilitating development of new educational methodologies and implementation of these
methodologies in educational environment;

- providing assistance in developing publishing, mass media and information infrastructure;

- promoting improvement of the system of preventing and treating drug addiction, AIDS and
other social diseases by providing practical, methodological, organizational, financial and medical
assistance to civic associations, medical and health improvement establishments;

- participating in development and implementation of policies and programs aimed to
combat drug addiction, AIDS and homelessness;

- organizing, promoting and supporting events aimed to help persons with leukemia, cancer,
cerebral palsy and other serious diseases, and also, promoting prevention, diagnostics and
treatment of these diseases, providing support to patients and facilitating social rehabilitation of
persons who contracted the aforementioned diseases;

- providing financial, material, organizational and other assistance aimed to prove the living
standards of orphans, children deprived of parental care, ill children, lonely persons, persons with
disabilities, elderly persons, and other persons experiencing difficult situations in life;

- helping with procurement of, and procuring medical devices, medications, food, personal
hygiene products, etc. for participation in delivering medical assistance to the broad public and
providing social care of patients, persons with disabilities, lonely persons, elderly persons, and
other physically, materially or otherwise handicapped persons who need social support and care;

- providing charitable assistance to children’s homes, family-type children’s homes,
adolescent shelters, boarding schools, rehabilitation centers, centers for social and psychological
rehabilitation of children, children’s hospitals, polyclinics and penitentiary institutions;

- providing charitable assistance to homes for elderly persons and persons with disabilities;

- providing charitable assistance to public and communal medical institutions and healthcare
establishments;

- providing financial, material, organizational and other assistance to persons without
regular place of habitation and homeless children;

- providing financial, material, organizational and other assistance to help with construction,
renovation or reconstruction of housing for victims of natural disasters, armed conflicts and
accidents, and also, refugees and persons experiencing difficult situations in life, or of
nonresidential premises of social or cultural purpose;

- promoting social rehabilitation of low-income persons, unent Mﬁ%‘y&g‘gﬂﬂs i th—[
disabilities and other persons who need care, and providing assistan¢¢ to persons whose %ﬁ\ﬂ? 8’

- promoting organization of free meal giveaways;
- promoting protection of motherhood and childhood; j

- providing financial, material, organizational and other assis ' of erly equi
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neonatology departments at Ukrainian hospitals;

- providing financial, material, organizational and other assistance to victims of natural,
environmental, technology-induced and other disasters, armed conflicts and accidents, and to
refugees;

- providing financial, material, organizational and other assistance in providing children’s
homes, homes for children, rehabilitation centers, boarding schools for orphans and children
deprived of parental care, educational establishments and research institutions with modern
tutorials and textbooks, educational materials, laboratory equipment, computer classes and other
equipment, sports apparatuses, etc.;

- organizing trips for ill children, orphans, children deprived of parental care, schoolchildren,
etc.; in particular but not inclusively, facilitating rentals of motor vehicles, accommodation,
recreation bases, camps, ets.; ’

- improving living conditions and standards of orphans, children deprived of parental care,
and children experiencing difficult situations in life;

- promoting education and development of, and providing assistance to, talented and creative
children and youths;

- facilitating preparation and implementation of measures aimed to develop a network of
social security institutions.

3.2. The Foundation carries out, individually or jointly with other benefactors, charitable
activity on the basis of voluntary choice of one or several of its types:

- free transfer of the ownership of funds and other assets to the beneficiaries, and free
assignment of proprietary rights to the beneficiaries;

- free transfer to the beneficiaries of the right to use and other material rights to property and
proprietary rights;

- free transfer to the beneficiaries of income from property and proprietary rights;

- free provision of services and performance of works for the benefit of the beneficiaries;

- joint charitable activities and performance of other charity contracts (agreements);

- public raising of charitable donations;

- management of charitable endowments;

- execution of wills, will-based waivers and inheritance agreements for charitable purposes;

- organization of charitable auctions, noncash lotteries, contests, and other charitable events
not prohibited by Ukrainian law.

3.3. The Foundation can carry out additional types of charitable activity defined by
Ukrainian law.

3.4. Reimbursement by the Foundation of expenses incurred by other beneficiaries and
related to the transfer of property and proprietary rights mentioned in paragraph 3.2 hereof is
considered a charitable activity.

3.5. For the purpose of carrying out charitable activity, the Foundation has the right to:

- decide themselves on the provision of charitable assistance; in particular, determine the
forms, objects, beneficiaries, scope, place (location) and periods of charitable assistance;

- use charitable donations, grants and other contributions to implement charitable programs
according to the terms and conditions of these donations, grants and other contributions;

- carry out joint charitable activity; in particular, to implement charitable programs (projects)
and organize charitable events jointly with other benefactors;

- be a founder and member of other charitable organizations, unjons,assaciations and other
voluntary groups;

- establish detached subdivisions in accordance with Ukrainian

- organize the raising of charitable donations, grants and contribytions fromspatuat: legal
persons, foreign states and international organizations; H'Mﬁ

- open bank accounts in the national and foreign currencies; ———

- execute, for the purpose of accomplishing the Foundation’s

with bodies of public administration, bodies of local self-government
organizations regardless of their form of ownership, natural persons
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- conduct not-for-profit economic activity for the purpose of achieving the Foundation’s
goals;

- determine themselves remuneration terms for the Foundation’s officers and employees;

- popularize its name and symbols;

- have other rights under Ukrainian law.

4. The Foundation’s members, their rights and obligations

4.1. The following persons are eligible to become the Foundation’s members: legally capable
natural persons and legal entities of private law, who/which support the Foundation’s purpose and
objectives, recognize this Charter, and have joined the Foundation as members according to the
procedure set forth in this Charter.

4.2. The Foundation’s members may include legally capable natural persons — Ukrainian
citizens, foreign citizens and stateless persons who reached the age of eighteen years.

4.3. The Foundation’s members may include legal entities under Ukrainian law, with the
exception of bodies of public administration, bodies of local self-government, and other legal
entities of public law.

4.4. Natural and legal persons are admitted as the Foundation’s members by the General
Meeting of Members, subject to recognition by the said persons of the Foundation’s Charter and
the goals of its activity, and to facilitation of the Foundation’s activity.

4.5. Basis for admittance as the Foundation’s members:

- for natural persons: application addressed to the General Meeting of Members;

- for legal entities: resolution of the legal entity’s authorized body, documented according
to requirements of its constitutional documents and Ukrainian law, with the enclosed application
addressed to the General Meeting of Members.

4.6. The Foundation’s members have the right to:

- attend the General Meetings of Members;

- elect and be elected to, and participate in the activity of, the Foundation’s management
bodies;

- participate in all events organized by the Foundation;

- submit proposals to the Foundation’s all bodies concerning various aspects of its activity;

- receive any information related to the Foundation’s activity;

- terminate their membership in the Foundation at any time.

4.7. The Foundation’s members shall:

- comply with the Charter’s requirements, resolutions of the General Meetings of Members
and the Foundation’s other acts adopted by the General Meetings of Members;

- attend the General Meetings of Members;

- assist the Foundation in every possible way in achieving its statutory goals;

- abide by moral norms, respect the rights and interests of the Foundation’s other members;

- perform other obligations according to the Foundation’s statutory objectives;

- materially support the Foundation’s activity according to the Charter and resolutions of the
General Meetings of Members.

4.8. The Foundation’s corporate members are represented in the relationships with the
Foundation and the Foundation’s management bodies by their authorized representatives acting
on the basis of a power of attorney or the corporate member’s own constitutional documents.

4.9. A membership in the Foundation can be terminated either vo tarily af the member’s, -
request or involuntarily per resolution of the General Meeting of Membgrsibersetzungszentrum «MAXWORD»
4.10. Basis for voluntary termination of a membership in the Fouridation: |
- for natural persons: statement addressed to the General Meeting Mcmbemm
- for legal entities: resolution of the legal entity’s authorized body, docume cofding
to requirements of its constitutional documents and Ukrainian law, with the enclosedtatement
addressed to the General Meeting of Members. MAXWORD Translation office
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decision terminating a member’s membership in the Foundation, if the member:

- repeatedly violates the Charter’s requirements;

- commits actions or omissions that contradict the Foundation’s purpose and goals or
inflicting material or nonmaterial damages upon the Foundation;

- does not participate in the Foundation’s activity for more than twelve months.

4.12. The Foundation’s members cannot receive material benefits or funds from the
Foundation and cannot be the beneficiaries of charitable programs.

4.13. The Foundation’s members shall voluntarily facilitate the funding of the Foundation’s
programs.

S. The Foundation’s legal status

5.1. The Foundation is an independent legal entity as of the date of its state registration; it
has separate property, keeps an independent balance, has bank (including foreign-currency)
accounts, a stamp bearing its full name, an emblem and other attributes and symbols, whose
specimens are approved by the Foundation’s Director.

5.2. The Foundation themselves determines the areas, types, place (location), periods, and
beneficiaries of its charitable activity, stating the foregoing in the Foundation’s charitable
programs or other resolutions of its management bodies.

5.3. In order to achieve the purpose of its statutory activity, the Foundation has the right to
enter into agreements on its own behalf, acquire proprietary and personal nonproprietary rights
and bear obligations, act as a plaintiff or defendant in court.

5.4. The Foundation operates in accordance with the Constitution of Ukraine, the Law of
Ukraine No 5073-VI of 05.07.2012 on Charitable Organizations and Charitable Activity, other
legislative acts of Ukraine, this Charter, and international agreements ratified by the Verkhovna
Rada of Ukraine.

5.5. The Foundation has the right to establish detached subdivisions, become a founder and
member of other charitable organizations, unions, associations, and other voluntary groups, carry
out joint charitable activities, and have other rights provided by law. The Foundation’s detached
subdivisions operate on the basis of rules of procedure approved by the General Meeting of
Members.

5.6. The Foundation interacts with labor union organizations, civil society and religious
organizations, environmental and health improvement organizations and foundations (including
foreign-based), other legal and natural persons whose activity helps accomplish the Foundation’s
objectives.

5.7. Labor legislation, compulsory state social insurance and social security apply to the
Foundation’s personnel.

6. Sources of assets; control and reporting procedures

6.1. The Foundation has the ownership and other proprietary rights to funds, securities, land
plots, other immovable and movable property, and intangible assets, unless otherwise provided by
Ukrainian law or this Charter.

6.2. The use of the Foundation’s assets (incomes) and the Foundation’s legal instruments
cannot contradict Ukrainian legislation and the goals of the Foundation’s charitable activity
defined in this Charter. The Foundation’s assets (incomes) shall be used solely to pursue the
purpose (achieve the goals and objectives) and areas of the Foundation’s activity defined in this
Charter, and to finance the costs of maintaining the Foundation.

6.3. The amount of the Foundation’s administrative expenses cannot exceed 20 percent of
the Foundation’s income in a current year. The costs of managing charitable endowments shall be

included to the Foundation’s administrative expenses, unless otherwisesstipulated,in. ithelegal,
instrument between the Foundation and the benefactor. Ubersetzungszentrum «MAXWORD»

6.4. Sources of the Foundation’s assets (incomes) include funds securitieslan , other
immovable and movable property, intangible assets, and any other| sources ed by
Ukrainian law and provided to the Foundation or acquired by the Foundation in ante with
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Ukrainian law.

6.5. The Foundation themselves decides on the aspects of its activity, the terms of
remuneration payable to the Foundation’s personnel, or the use of its own financial and material
resources in accordance with legislative requirements.

6.6. The Foundation is the owner of the property that belongs to it; it possesses, uses and
manages, in accordance with Ukrainian law, the property it owns according to the goals of its
statutory activity.

6.7. The Foundation’s management bodies exercise the ownership of the Foundation’s
property and funds on the Foundation’s behalf within the scope of their competence defined in this
Charter.

6.8. The Foundation’s funds and property shall be used in the areas and for the purposes
defined in this Charter.

6.9. The Foundation themselves decides on the amount and form of using funds to provide
financial or charitable assistance.

6.10. The Foundation implements the complex of charitable actions aimed to provide the
types of charitable assistance defined in this Charter in the form of charitable program.

6.11. To accomplish its long-term objectives, the Foundation may additionally adopt a
separate charitable program. Funds required to implement the said program shall be used
according to the terms stated in that program.

6.12. The Foundation’s income or property cannot be disbursed among its members and
cannot be used for the benefit of the Foundation’s any particular member or members of the
Foundation’s management bodies, with the exception of remunerations payable to them and flat
social security tax payments.

6.13. The Foundation’s liabilities under its obligations can be settled with the entire property
which can be placed in collection in accordance with Ukrainian law. The Foundation’s members
cannot be held liable under the Foundation’s obligations. The Foundation cannot be held liable
under obligations of its members, with the exception of cases provided by Ukrainian law.

6.14. The Foundation shall prepare and file financial statements, statistical and other
required reports according to the procedure established by law. The Foundation’s Charter or the
legal instruments between the Foundation and benefactors can define the procedure of preparing
and filing special reports to particular benefactors or their legal successors on the use of assets
they provided to the Foundation.

6.15. Information about the structure and amount of the Foundation’s incomes and expenses
and the terms of using its assets for charitable purposes is not classified as confidential information
or trade secrets.

6.16. The Foundation’s reports can contain personal information of the benefactors or
beneficiaries, subject to consent from the benefactors, beneficiaries or their legal successors or
legal representatives, unless otherwise provided by law.

6.17. The Foundation conducts its activity based on the principles of complete transparency,
openness, voluntariness, equality of its members, self-governance, legality, and publicity.

6.18. The main information about the Foundation and its activity must be made available on
the Foundation’s official website. All resources of the Foundation’s official website must be
openly accessible by anyone. The official website must contain at least the following information:

- list of the Foundation’s programs and projects;

- the Foundation’s annual reports.

6.19. The Foundation must undergo obligatory annual external audits.

6.20. Reporting by the Foundation’s management bodies.

6.20.1. The Foundation’s Directorate shall report to the General Mesg
Members on an annual basis on the work it has done, on the Foundation® S
situation, and on achieving the Foundation’s goals. MAXWORD Translation office

6.20.2. The Foundation’s management bodies shall ensure that thé oliHfatiBi"s heniberem
have free access to information about their performance, including information about decisions
their adopted and statutory objectives they accomplished.
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6.21. Responsibility for keeping accounting and for timely filing of accounting and other
reports is borne by the Foundation’s accountant or, if they are unavailable, by the Foundation’s
Director.

6.22. The Foundation’s fiscal year runs from 1 January to 31 December inclusively.

6.23. The Foundation’s annual financial statements and other reports shall be prepared by
the deadline required by Ukrainian law.

6.24. The Foundation and its officers bear responsibility under Ukrainian law for credibility
of information included to financial statements and other reports.

6.25. Upon request from benefactors who provided their property, funds and other material
valuables to the Foundation, they shall be provided with a report on the use of the said property,
funds and valuables.

6.26. If property, funds and other material valuables were provided for a specified purpose,
a report to the benefactor on the use of the said property, funds and valuables is obligatory.

6.27. The Foundation’s assets can be formed by the Foundation’s members and other
benefactors.

6.28. The Foundation has the right to conduct not-for-profit economic activity for the
purpose of achieving the Foundation’s statutory goals.

7. The Foundation’s management bodies

7.1. The Foundation’s management bodies include:

- General Meeting of the Foundation’s Members;

- the Foundation’s Director;

- the Foundation’s Supervisory Board.

7.2. General Meeting of the Foundation’s Members:

7.2.1. The Foundation’s supreme management body is the General Meeting of Members,
comprised of the Foundation’s members and their authorized representatives.

7.2.2. The procedures of adopting resolutions by the General Meeting of Members, of
convocation and organization of the General Meeting of Members, and other aspects of exercising
powers by the General Meeting of Members are regulated by this Charter.

7.2.3. The General Meetings of Members shall be convened by the Foundation’s Director at
least twice per calendar year.

7.2.4. An extraordinary General Meeting of Members may be convened at the request from
at least two-thirds of the total number of the Foundation’s members, a member of the Supervisory
Board or the Foundation’s Director.

7.2.5. The Foundation’s members shall be personally notified about convocation of the
General Meeting of Members in advance, at least five calendar days prior to the date of the General
Meeting of Members by sending them a notice using any of the following methods: mail, courier
delivery, e-mail or fax.

7.2.6. If a Foundation’s member attends the General Meeting of Members, the said member
shall be considered to have been notified in due time. A notice of the upcoming General Meeting
of Members shall contain the date, time and place of the meeting, and points to be addressed at the
General Meeting of Members (agenda). The Foundation’s members, members of the Supervisory
Board and the Director have the right to supplement the agenda, at any time prior to or during the
General Meeting of Members, with points that need to be addressed. Removing points from the
meeting agenda is not permitted.

7.2.7. The General Meeting of Members shall be considered to be legitimate to pass
resolutions only if more than half of the Foundation’s members attend the said General Meeting
of Members.

7.2.8. Every member of the Foundation has one vote at the Gener: Ug%ﬁl‘zgirwerﬁth‘ﬁ:tBopﬂ»
7.2.9. Resolutions of the General Meeting of Members are adopted by open vofiig 4 shakvoro,
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Foundation’s Charter, reorganization or liquidation of the Foundation, and actions to be taken in
this regard are adopted by open voting and shall be considered passed if voted for by more than
two-thirds of the Foundation’s members.

7.2.11. Resolutions of the General Meeting of Members, passed in accordance with this
Charter, are binding upon all members and bodies of the Foundation.

7.2.12. Resolutions of the General Meeting of Members shall be documented in writing,
bound, numbered, and signed by the chairman and secretary of the General Meeting of Members.

7.2.13. The General Meeting of Members may address any aspects of the Foundation’s
activity. The scope of exclusive competence of the General Meeting of Members includes:

- approval of the Foundation’s Charter;

- amendment of the Foundation’s Charter;

- appointment, election or approval of the Foundation’s Director and members of its
Supervisory Board;

- replacement, suspension, termination of tenure (removal) of the Foundation’s Director and
members of its Supervisory Board,

- adoption of decision to establish enterprises and self-financing organizations by the
Foundation, and approval of their charters (rules of procedure);

- adoption of decision concerning the Foundation’s participation in the activities of other
charitable organizations and their associations, and in international charitable activity;

- hearing reports by the Foundation’s Director and Supervisory Board and adopting the
relevant decision based on the hearing results;

- determining the main prospective areas of the Foundation’s activity;

- adoption of decisions concerning admittance of new members to the Foundation and
decisions concerning withdrawal of existing members from the Foundation;

- adoption of decision concerning reorganization or liquidation of the Foundation;

- approval of the Foundation’s charitable programs;

- approval of the Foundation’s budget;

- determining a strategy of the Foundation’s activity according to the main areas of the
Foundation’s activity approved by this Charter;

- approval of annual reports submitted by the Foundation’s Director;

- adoption of decision to charge the Director or members of the Supervisory Board with
liability;

- adoption of decisions to open the Foundation’s detached subdivisions, and approval of
internal documents.

7.3. The Foundation’s Director:

7.3.1. The Foundation’s Director is the Foundation’s permanent, single-member executive
body responsible for day-to-day management of the Foundation’s activity and for the Foundation’s
performance.

7.3.2. The Director is elected by the General Meeting of Members and dispenses their powers
until the General Meeting of Members adopts a decision to terminate the Director’s tenure (remove
the Director).

7.3.3. The Director has the authority to represent the Foundation without power of attorney
before bodies of public administration, civil society organizations, natural and legal persons
regardless of their form of ownership.

7.3.4. The Director has the authority to affix the first signature unto all financial documents,
open and close accounts at banks and other financial and credit institutions, and make agreements
on the Foundation’s behalf.

7.3.5. If the Director is temporarily unavailable, a person appointgd-by-the-Director’s order
or by resolution of the General Meeting of Members shall act for the ’iﬁé‘féﬁ; "Torrepresent sy,
Foundation before third parties, a person acting for the Foundation’s Ditfector s Lé’]?%‘é"i’s‘ﬁl‘léﬂ"tﬁ@o“n”
relevant power of attorney.

7.3.6. The scope of competence of the Foundation’s Director incl
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objectives and implement the Foundation’s charitable programs;

- day-to-day management of the Foundation’s activity, operational management of the
Foundation’s property and funds, coordinating activity of the Foundation’s representative offices;

- convening the General Meeting of Members;

- preparing draft resolutions of the General Meeting of Members;

- organizing fulfilment of resolutions of the General Meeting of Members;

- preparing, and submitting to the General Meeting of Members, drafts of the Foundation’s
charitable programs;

- preparing, and submitting to the General Meeting of Members, a draft of the Foundation’s
budget;

- adjusting implementation of the Foundation’s charitable programs with the subsequent
approval by the General Meeting of Members;

- preparing proposals to the General Meeting of Members concerning the Foundation’s
participation in the activities of other charitable organizations and their associations, and in
international charitable activity;

- preparing proposals to the General Meeting of Members concerning establishment of
enterprises and self-financing organizations by the Foundation, and developing and preparing
drafts of their charters (rules of procedure);

- preparing and approving annual plans, reports, draft budgets, and the procedure of
spending the Foundation’s funds;

- approving the structure and payroll list, forms and amount of remuneration payable to the
Foundation’s personnel;

- issuing orders within the scope of the Director’s powers, binding upon the Foundation’s
personnel;

- keeping a register of the Foundation’s members;

- accepting applications from natural and legal persons, desirous of becoming the
Foundation’s members;

- executing legal instruments on the Foundation’s behalf; in particular, making agreements
on the Foundation’s behalf and issuing powers of attorney on the Foundation’s behalf:

- signing the Foundation’s financial documents, income and expense statements, reports,
letters and other business documents, complaints, applications and other documents to court and
other public bodies and institutions;

- opening and closing accounts at banks and other financial and credit institutions;

- organizing the efforts to raise charitable donations and contributions from natural and legal
persons, foreign states and international organizations;

- analyzing documents submitted by applicants concerning any matters;

- approving the Foundation’s annual work plans and the procedure of spending funds
according to the Foundation’s budget approved by the General Meeting of Members;

- adopting decision to provide charitable assistance;

- determining the priority areas of using the Foundation’s financial resources and property
for the purpose of providing charitable assistance by the Foundation according to charitable
programs approved by the General Meeting of Members; .

- adopting decision to provide organizational and material support under the Foundation’s
charitable programs approved by the General Meeting of Members;

- determining the rationale for and expediency of project(s) for which the funding or a grant
is going to be provided;

- preparing a statement of opinion concerning provision of charitable donations, grants, or
funding to the recipients of charitable assistance; Biorthaia
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offices;

- approving specimens of the Foundation’s seals, stamps, official forms and symbols;

- dispensing other powers provided by this Charter and Ukrainian law.

7.5. The Foundation’s Supervisory Board:

7.5.1. The Supervisory Board is a Foundation’s management body responsible for
controlling and regulating, within the scope of competence defined in this Charter, the Director’s
work and dispensing other powers under this Charter.

7.5.2. The Supervisory Board’s work takes the form of meetings, convened when necessary
at the request from a member of the Supervisory Board, the Director or a Foundation’s member.
Meetings of the Supervisory Board can be attended by the Foundation’s Director and any member
of the Foundation without the right to participate in the adoption of decisions by the Supervisory
Board’s members. '

7.5.3. The Supervisory Board is comprised of four members, who are elected and reelected
by the General Meeting of the Foundation’s Members. Members of the executive body cannot be
members of the Supervisory Board.

7.5.4. Every member of the Supervisory Board has one vote. Decisions of the Supervisory
Board shall be adopted unanimously. Every member of the Supervisory Board must attend its
meetings personally. Resolutions of the Supervisory Board shall be documented in writing and
signed by every member of the Supervisory Board.

7.5.5. The Supervisory Board has the right to:

- engage independent experts;

- require the Foundation’s officers to provide all materials, accounting and other documents
it needs.

7.5.6. The scope of powers of the Supervisory Board includes:

- controlling the Foundation’s financial performance, including checks of the Foundation’s
annual reports and balance sheets, and performing other controlling functions required by
Ukrainian law;

- controlling conformity of the Foundation’s activity and the use of its assets with the
Foundation’s Charter;

- controlling the use of the Foundation’s funds and property according to their intended
purpose, and reporting on the foregoing to the General Meeting of Members.

7.6. A member of the Foundation’s any management bodies cannot participate in the process
of making decisions concerning:

- agreements or other legal instruments between the Foundation and the said member of the
management body or their related person;

- a dispute between the Foundation and the said member of the management body or their
related person;

- relief of material responsibility of the said member of the management body or their related
person before the Foundation.

7.7. Members of the Foundation’s management bodies, or their related persons cannot
receive loans or loan collaterals (pledge, suretyship, etc.) from the Foundation.

7.8. Members of the Foundation’s management bodies may be held jointly liable for actions
or omissions of that management body, which inflicted damages upon the Foundation by violating
Ukrainian law.

7.9. Members of the Foundation’s management bodies may ent
agreements to compensate damages they could inflict upon the Foundati
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8. Foundation dissolution procedure

8.1. State registration of the Foundation’s dissolution shall be fil
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In the event of reorganization, all rights and obligations shall pass to its legal successors. If the
Foundation is reorganized, its legal successor(s) shall be one or several charitable organizations.
The Foundation cannot be reorganized into a legal entity operating for profit.

8.3. The Foundation may be liquidated in the following cases:

- adoption of the relevant resolution by the General Meeting of the Foundation’s Members;

- based on a court ruling in the cases provided by law;

- in other cases provided by Ukrainian law.

8.4. In the event of the Foundation’s liquidation, the Foundation’s assets left after settling
the claims of its creditors shall be transferred to one or several nonprofit charitable organizations
(filed by a controlling authority in the Register of Nonprofit Institutions and Organizations)
according to the procedure set forth in this Charter or under a court ruling.

8.5. In the cases provided by Ukrainian law and if the charitable organizations mentioned in
the above paragraph are unavailable, assets of the liquidated Foundation shall be remitted to the
State Budget of Ukraine.

9. Charter amendment procédure

9.1. The Foundation’s Charter may be amended per resolution of the General Meeting of
Members and shall be documented by making a revised version hereof.

9.2. A revised version of the Foundation’s Charter shall be laid down in writing, bound,
numbered, and signed by the chairman and secretary of the General Meeting of Members.

9.3. Notarization of the authenticity of signatures affixed unto a resolution of the General
Meeting of Members, submitted for state registration of changes in the Foundation’s information
contained in the Unified State Register of Legal Entities, Sole Proprietorships and Civic
Formations, is not required.

9.4. A revised version of the Foundation’s Charter is subject to registration according to the
procedure regulated by Ukrainian law.
